I believe these cuts, which are included in the President's budget proposal for 2005, will stifle entrepreneurship at a time when we can least afford it. This week, I joined local small business owners at the New Jersey Small Business Development Center in Trenton to oppose proposed federal cuts to the Small Business Administration (SBA). The Bush Administration's proposed budget for fiscal year 2005 would cut the Small Business Administration by $79 million, eliminating federal support for critical loan programs. For example, it would remove all federal subsidies to the 7(a) loan program and instead place higher fees on small businesses. It would also completely eliminate the Microloan program. Each year, these two loan programs bring thousands of New Jersey small businesses hundreds of millions of dollars in federal loan support.
