Nearly three years after the murder of Waqar Hasan in a post-9/11 hate crime, his wife and four daughters have taken a giant step closer to their dream of staying in America. This week, the U.S. House of Representatives passed a private relief bill, H.R. 867, which I introduced on behalf of the family (Duri, Asna, Anum, Iqra, and Nida), who live in Milltown, New Jersey. The bill, which would grant the family permanent residency, is their last chance to stay in the U.S. The bill will now go to the U.S. Senate for consideration at a date to be determined, and then to the President's desk for his signature before becoming law.
